Download the Phase 4 Sentence PowerPoint. Blend to read a sentence. Check that the sentence is right with the picture that follows:

Download the PowerPoint. Use this to introduce the ee grapheme. Show that suffixes ing and ed are simple additions. Watch the video ‘Meet Me at the Green Tree’. Ask the children to make the Green Froggy (forefinger and thumb making a smiley face and say ‘eee’) action each time they hear an ee word. How many ee words can they recall at the end of the song?
Download the activity sheet which is Green Froggy writing paper. Children use this to write a letter from Green Froggy to her best friend Miss Oh No. They should try to use as many ee words as possible including ‘see’, ‘green’, ‘tree’, ‘week’ and ‘meet’. Display the letters in the classroom to support learning.

Watch the ‘Commotion at the Station’ video. Tricky Witch has split a ti potion on the train, which has caused a commotion at the station and no trains are in motion. Listen to the appeal sung by a famous pop star for Tricky Witch to reverse the potion. Ask the class to make the Tricky Witch (wave a pretend wand) action every time they hear a ti (sh) word. Can the children remember all of the ti (sh) words in the song?
Download the activity. Help Tricky Witch to reverse the potion by making a spell using as many ti words as possible. Write the ti words in colour-code on the spell sheet. If possible, use metallic gold. Collate to create a Magic Spell Book for ti (sh) to display in the classroom.
