	Two Worlds Apart- Let’s explore a frozen world!
Inform chn they would need hats, scarves, and gloves ready for our new topic. Teacher to wear those items as clue. 
This term we will be learning about the Frozen World. Discuss how the frozen world is like ‘another world’ apart from us. Over this term we will explore ‘Two Worlds Apart’: two very different (contrasting) places in our world.
Show chn images of people who live in the Arctic. Where in the world would these people live?  Reveal the answer, the Arctic. Explain that the Arctic and Antarctica make up the ‘Frozen World’.
In our Frozen World Topic, we will be learning all about the Arctic. Do you know where the Arctic is? Show chn a world map that has the Arctic Circle line. Explain that we call it the Arctic Circle as our world is a sphere shape.
Show chn a world globe and use it to help explain where the Arctic Circle is and that our world is a sphere. Explain to chn that some countries’ northern areas are in the Arctic Circle. Reveal the seven main countries that feature in the Arctic Circle (only the northern parts of each country are in the Arctic Circle). Alaska (U.S.A), Canada, Greenland, Finland, Norway, Sweden, and Russia. 
Misconception: inform chn that Iceland is not usually classed as a country part of the Arctic because the northern island off the coast of Iceland is the only part in the Arctic Circle. Some research states it is, and some doesn’t. 
Ask chn to discuss what the cities and towns might look like in these countries in the Arctic. Show images of Arctic towns found in each country and the countries’ flags. Ask chn to discuss what they can see.

	Year 1 Activity:
Provide chn with an Arctic Circle Map and worksheet template. Chn to use the map which shows the names and flags of the Arctic Circle countries. Chn to cut out the names and flags from the worksheet and match them onto template sheet.
Challenge: chn may also match the additional photo from each country.
