Begin by introducing the theme of the session, nocturnal animals, and explore what the students already know about the topic by working through the Nocturnal Animals PowerPoint presentation. See slide notes on the PowerPoint presentation for further guidance and information.

Name the sound activity – https://www.stem.org.uk/elibrary/resource/30499 
Make sure each student has the hearing worksheet. Play each sound making sure you announce the number as you play it. Students then write down a number next to which animal they think the sound is.
Summarise the lesson by asking what the students remember about nocturnal animals, and to name some examples from the lesson.

Discuss terms ‘basic’ and ‘techniques.’
Why do you think new and improved techniques were put into place after the great fire?
Why were horse drawn fire engines better than hand pulled fire engines?
Why was it hard to get hold of the firefighting equipment before the great fire?



	Tuesday: Topic
Today the children will be reflecting on and evaluating all that they have learnt about the Great Fire of London.

Firstly, list as many key facts as you can about the Great Fire. Then, look at and read the following ‘Sticky Knowledge’ from the Topic Knowledge Organiser on the class page: 
At that time, there was also a terrible disease called the plague. This was a disease that very few people survived. In fact, in the two years before the fire, around 68 000 people had died from it.

Now act out the events and what we have discovered about the Great Fire of London.
Channel 1: Children to act out putting out the embers in the bakery and going to bed
Channel 2: Children acting waking up to a fire in the bakery and climbing out onto the roof to escape
Channel 3: Children acting out using water pumps and leather buckets of water to attempt to put the fire out
Channel 4: Children acting out pulling down houses with fire hooks and using gun powder to blow up houses. 
Channel 5: Children acting out gathering valuable items and fleeing London
Adult to press the different channels on the pretend remote control to give children the opportunity to act out the different events.
Reflecting on what the children have learnt, the children will complete a write up detailing what they have found out and any questions they would like to research further.
