	Thursday:
Art:  Make comparisons and recreate Cityscapes using silhouettes

Look online at some of the cityscapes that Van Gogh painted. Download and look closely at the painting ‘Starlight over the Rhone’ What does this painting remind you of? Does it have a slight resemblance to anything we have been learning about in our topic lessons?
 
Talk about how this painting has similarities to the landscape pictures we have seen of London and the river Thames.
 
Explain that we will be building up to creating our own paintings of the Great Fire of London in the style of Van Gogh and taking inspiration from this famous painting of his. 
 
Look at how Van Gogh has created a silhouette style and illusion through the dark colours he has chosen. 
 
Children to create a dark landscape background using blues and purples. Using the city cut outs (download) the children are to create their own cityscape by sticking the cut outs over their dark background.
