	Tuesday: Topic
How Long Ago Was 1666? To develop an awareness of the past and identify similarities, including differences between ways of life in different periods.
Starter: Ask the children to work in LPs. Can the children order key events in their lives (e.g. year of birth, when they started school, when they began in current year group) and discuss the period of time this has taken compared to parents/grandparents, etc
Main:
Look at and discuss the Key Events in History Timeline (saved on the server). Using the timeline, can the children identify key events that happened before the Great Fire of London in 1666 and soon after? Can the children identify any recent key events on the timeline and can they share their experiences of living at the time of these events such as the Covid-19 pandemic?

Talk about the Fire brigade today and the resources and equipment they may use to stop fires.
